I believe you ran on the 
platform of how affordable, 
American Disabilities Act 
(ADA) units are so vital for 
those with Mobility Needs 
and you were able to get 
one for you and your family 
including your grandmother 
(who with her mobility 
needs provided you access to 
get on the waitlist/lottery for 
the ADA unit)

http://www.kristenstrezo.
com-your website, “How-
ever, Kristen found that it 
was near-impossible to find 
housing in Somerville that 
was both affordable and 
handicap-accessible for her 
grandmother. Kristen chose 
to move into affordable 
housing to help stabilize the 
diverse needs of her family— 
a move that changed her life 
for the better.”

Excerpt from another cam-
paign quote publicly, “Caring 
for two small children and 
my elderly grandmother, 
I learned that finding an 
affordable first floor apart-
ment or an apartment with 
elevator access was virtually 
impossible to accommodate 
my Grandmother’s ADA 
needs. My Grandmother 
relied on a walker. My family 

had to literally win an afford-
able housing lottery to get 
a unit that was affordable, 
large enough for a family, 
and ADA accessible.”

I am so sorry for the loss 
of your Grandmother who 
passed away in 2021 the one 
that you were able to get the 
ADA Affordable priority at 
Assembly Row due to her 
mobility impairments. But 
now why are you not resid-
ing in a non-ADA unit to 
give others the chance to 
have the mobility needs that 
are so limited? Instead you 
are taking away the oppor-
tunity for those that have so 
few units available and yet 
you consider yourself a City 
Council person who puts 
the community first. Did 
you notify your apartments 
to tell them that the ADA 
member of the household no 

longer resides there? Did you 
tell your constituents that 
you are taking away a low 
income ADA unit away from 
the people affected the most 
right now? Nope..you sat idly 
by while taking advantage of 
the system at the expense of 
a disabled family that could 
not afford housing other-
wise. You are still milking 
off the situation and exploit-
ing the system in which 
you have been entrusted to 
legislate.

BAN DISCRIMINATION BASED ON HEIGHT AND WEIGHT (H 1705)
By Bob Katzen

A bill that would prohibit 
discrimination on the 
basis of a person’s height 
or weight, unless for the 
purpose of compliance 

with any established state, 
federal or industry safety 
standard, was heard by the 
Judiciary Committee.

“This bill takes an impor-
tant step towards rectify-

ing biases about a person’s 
height and weight factors 
often beyond their con-
trol,” said sponsor Rep. 
Tram Nguyen (D-Ando-
ver). “Body size discrimi-
nation affects all aspects of 

an individual’s life, from 
the workplace, to health-
care, to their education. 
By safeguarding individu-
als from discrimination 
based on their looks we 
not only promote equal 

opportunities but also fos-
ter a healthier and more 
equitable community.” .

I will carry these injuries 
with me when I leave here 
and these may be my death 
sentence. The city has watched 
this happen refused to handle 
the matter they are in partner-
ship with. I have requested 
through someone assisting 
me writing a letter to request 
that Miscela Federal Realty to 
move me in another apart-
ment or the hotel they owned. 
They ignored me. They have 
Harassed me and ignored to 
communicate in any man-
ners of urgency via verbal my 
only communication method. 
The city has allowed this. 
PLEASE CALL THEM AND 
PUT PRESSURE ON THEM 
TO PUT ME SOMEWHERE 
SAFE!! I have to use a voucher 
and they know that I don’t

Nikki at the Mayors office has 
known since Dec. 22 and she 
has ignored me and the situa-
tion. Federal Realty knew the 
whole time and have ignored 

getting me to safety. 
The city has allowed them to 
retaliate against me, discrimi-
nate, refuse communication 
methods and by the city’s 
failure they have became 
co-actors in a situation where 
they are responsible for this if 
the landlord since they are a 
partnership.   My understand-
ing is the attorney general has 
been calling and they have 
ignored their calls too. Nikki 
and this “leadership” need to 
be held accountable for this 
matter. OSCPD (Thomas G.) 
director of the division (at the 
time of signatures he was in 
a different department and 
just recently moved up) but 
OSCPD previously signed off 
on the inclusionary docs he 
and they have refused respon-
sibility or to be honest about 
paperwork. The unit was not 
ADA wheelchair accessible, 
even though housing, build-
ing, zoning and mayor signed 
off on it stating it was fully. 
What happened there? ISD 
told Federal Realty they had 
to correct in a 14 page letter 

which Federal Realty did not 
comply!!! ISD has refused to 
turn over docs requested after 
stating they would and cannot 
get a call back from NICK A. 
(Director), he has allowed his 
staff to refuse to accommodate 
people with disabilities. I was 
told they were going to take 
FRIT to court but somehow 
the landlord appealed.

In my opinion FRIT and 
City of Somerville does NOT 
care about the fact they are 
PURPOSELY, KNOWINGLY 
PUTTING RESIDENCE EN-
DANGER OVER THEIR RE-
LATIONSHIP WITH FRIT.
Thomas G. leaked docs show 
that he told coworkers the 
fact he knowingly knew this 
was an ADA unit prior to him 
telling me that he did not. He 
LIED to a VULNERABLE 
adult.

I brought this 
to light and they said it wasn’t 
them, now Somerville has 
admitted they are now trying 
to change this.

But how many other people 
were damaged over this! This 
was POLICY!! And no on paid 
attention!!
